• Maintain BUY, with new MYR5.77  TP  from MYR5.75, 25% upside. We are 
upbeat on Sunway’s new integrated mixed-use development in Bukit Chagar, 
Johor Bahru, worth a GDV of MYR2.6bn. With this sizeable presence at the 
Johor Bahru-Singapore Rapid Transit System (RTS) Link Station, Sunway is 
cementing its strategic foothold at the first (causeway) and second (via the 
ongoing Sunway City Iskandar Puteri project) link to Singapore. It also has 
two parcels of land for development at Tengah Plantation Close in Singapore 
near the second link, well positioned to capture the benefits arising from the 
Johor-Singapore Special Economic Zone (JS-SEZ). 

• Master agreement with MRT Corp. Yesterday, Sunway announced that it 
entered into a master agreement with MRT Corp comprising the 
development rights awarded by MRT Corp on a 4.23-acre land (for four 
residential/commercial towers), right to construct a multi-storey structure 
consisting of a retail mall, carparks and park and ride facility, as well as other 
necessary constructions connected to the Immigration, Customs and 
Quarantine Complex (ICQC). MRT Corp shall be entitled to a total 
development rights value (DRV) of MYR450.8m. 

• Reasonable land cost given high plot ratio. The DRV translates to a land cost 
of roughly MYR2,447 psf. We think the price is justifiable given the plot ratio 
of 10-12x, strategic location and future connectivity to ICQC. The 4.23-acre 
land is right next to the upcoming Bukit Chagar RTS station. Apart from 
residential and retail, the mixed-use development may also comprise some 
wellness/healthcare and hospitality components. All these, together with the 
connections among various development components, are essentially 
Sunway’s expertise based on its track record in developing Bandar Sunway in 
the Klang Valley. 

• Maintain earnings forecasts. As the residential component will only see its 
maiden launch in 2028, we make no changes to our earnings forecasts. Given 
the incremental value to our RNAV, our SOP-based TP is now raised to 
MYR5.77. 

• Growth prospects in Iskandar Malaysia remain strong. Sunway is one of the 
proxies for Iskandar Malaysia property play. The recent share price 
weakness represents a good entry for investors. While market sentiment has 
been hit by the US artificial intelligence (AI) chip restriction, the growth 
prospects for Iskandar Malaysia remain promising. Just two days ago, 
AirTrunk announced plans to develop its second cloud and AI-ready data 
centre in Iskandar Puteri. The 16 economic sectors to be promoted under the 
JS-SEZ should continue to drive foreign investments into Johor.
