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• Stay OVERWEIGHT on sector; Top Picks are pure planters Johor 
Plantations Group (JPG), Sarawak Oil Palms (SOP), Bumitama Agri (BAL), 
PP London Sumatra Indonesia (LSIP) and SD Guthrie (SDG). As a result of 
lower MoM output, palm oil (PO) inventory declined to 1.58m tonnes in 
January. We expect PO inventory to remain below the 2m tonne mark for the 
next few months. As for the upcoming results season, we expect earnings to 
be largely within expectations, based on output estimates.  

• 4Q24F earnings to be higher QoQ for planters, buoyed by higher CPO 
prices. In Malaysia, FFB output of the companies under our coverage dipped 
by an average of 2.5% QoQ, while spot prices surged by 26.3% QoQ to 
MYR4,840/tonne in 4Q24.  In Indonesia, we estimate that 4Q24 FFB output 
for the stocks under our coverage rose by an average of 8% QoQ (based on 
seasonal trends) while CPO prices – net of taxes – rose 14% QoQ. The QoQ 
rise in FFB output in Indonesia was due to the delayed peak season 
experienced in 4Q vs Malaysia’s peak in 3Q.   

• YoY, both Malaysian and Indonesian planters should also see higher 
earnings due to stronger ASPs.  In Malaysia, YoY FFB output was lower for 
the companies under our coverage, with average output falling 5% YoY in 
4Q24, while CPO prices rose by a significant 31.6% YoY.  In Indonesia, FFB 
output growth should be relatively flattish, at -1% YoY in 4Q24, but CPO 
prices (net of taxes) rose 25.3% YoY.  

• 4Q24F is likely to bring largely in-line earnings, based on our estimates of 
production levels alone (Figure 1). Five planters may underperform forecasts 
based on FFB output while seven others should book numbers that are 
largely in line. The disappointment in productivity was largely experienced by 
planters with landbank Indonesia, as output in that country was affected by 
the delayed El Nino impact in 2024.   

• On planters with downstream operations. In Indonesia, we expect margins 
to improve QoQ due to a larger tax differential between upstream and 
downstream products of USD98/tonne (vs USD62 in 3Q24). On a YoY basis, 
Indonesia planters’ margins could also strengthen due to a substantially 
wider tax differential (from USD35/tonne in 4Q23). Conversely, Malaysian 
downstream counterparts may see slightly weaker QoQ margins due to the 
increase in competition from Indonesia.   

• Inventory levels fell to 1.58m tonnes in Jan 2024 (-21% YoY), on lower 
production (-12% YoY), offset by lower exports (-13.4% YoY). The Jan 2025 
stock/usage ratio was at 7.9%, ie well below the 15-year historical average of 
10%. We continue to expect stock levels to remain below 2m tonnes for the 
next few months, on the back of the low output season and upcoming festive 
season, which is supportive of higher CPO prices. 

• Maintain OVERWEIGHT, as we believe fundamentals are more positive now 
with global supply likely to remain in deficit in 2025. Our Top Picks remain a 
mix of pure planters and situational plays – JPG, SOP, SDG, BAL and LSIP.

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January production declined by 16.8% MoM (-11.8% YoY), resulting Jan 2024 output growth 
decreasing by 11.8% YoY. The MoM output decrease mainly came from all regions, with that 
of West Malaysia falling by 18.3%, followed by Sabah and Sarawak at 15.6% and 14.6%. 
Meanwhile, the YoY decline was driven by West Malaysia and Sabah (-13.1% and -12.9%), 
while Sarawak saw a relatively softer decline of 7.7%. In Indonesia, YTD-Oct 2024 output 
continued to decline, by -4.4% YoY (from -4.6% in YTD-Sep 2024), albeit a slight 
improvement. We expect output in Malaysia to continue moderating in the next few months 
due to the low output season while, for Indonesia, 4Q24 may see a higher QoQ output, with 
the low output season starting in earnest in 1Q25. 

Malaysian exports dropped 12.9% MoM, bringing Jan 2025 exports to -13.4% YoY – despite 
the festive Lunar New Year season. We believe the decrease in exports was likely due to 
switching activities away from palm oil in India as CPO prices remained at a significant 
premium to soybean oil for much of Dec 2024 – ie when buyers make their buying decisions 
for the following month. However, with the rise in soybean prices of 12% in the last few weeks, 
CPO prices have since returned to trade a discount to soybean oil since mid-Jan 2025. CPO is 
now trading at a discount of USD28/tonne (vs a premium of USD72/tonne in Dec 2024), the 
first time since September. CPO is also now trading at a larger USD73/tonne discount to 
sunflower oil now (vs USD52/tonne discount last month). As such, we expect demand to 
gradually return in the coming months, given the upcoming Ramadan and Aidil Fitri season. 

Inventory restocking may have paused in Jan 2025, but will likely to resume with more 
competitive PO prices. With the switching activities in India and the still-weak demand from 
China amid trade uncertainties, it is likely that restocking activities were paused in Jan 2025. 
However, with the more attractive pricing currently, we may see some restocking activities 
starting from Jan-Feb 2025. As at-Dec 2024 - China’s stock levels rose to 23% below 
historical averages (vs -30% at end-Nov 2024 and end-Oct 2024), India’s increased to 7% 
below historical levels (vs -23% and -36% at end-Nov 2024 and end-Oct 2024), and Pakistan’s 
rose to 32% below historical levels (vs -45% and -57% at end-Nov 2024 and end-Oct 2024). 
We highlight, however, that once restocking activities resume, buying activities may likely will 
focus on Indonesian PO, given its more advantageous tax structure – 24% vs Malaysia’s 10%. 

January inventory levels at 1.58m tonnes in Jan 2025 (-8% MoM from 1.71m tonnes in Dec 
2024), lowest since April 2023. This was mainly due to the decline in production, offset by the 
decrease in exports. With this, Jan-2025 annualised stock/usage ratio further dropped to 
7.9%, well below the 15-year historical average of 10%. Going forward, as we are in the midst 
of the low output season, inventory levels are likely to remain below the 2m-tonne mark for 
the next few months, thereby being supportive of higher CPO prices.
