Valuation. As CRC’s 3.2 ESG score is the country median, we apply a 0%
premium/discount to its intrinsic value to derive our DCF-based TP. Key
risks include slow recovery in consumption and rising competition.

This includes
fashion, hardline, food, and leasable property, which
accounted for 25%, 33%, 38%, and 4% of 2022 core
revenue. Its key operating destinations are Thailand,
Vietnam, and Italy, which represented 70%, 24%, and
6% of 2022 sales. Its store portfolio had a total 1,842
point-of-sales and 71 shopping malls as of end-2022.
