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e Keep NEUTRAL and SGD17.50 TP, 8% upside. OCBC Bank’s 1Q25 results
were in line and management retained its 2025 guidance for now, albeit with
possible changes ahead. While earnings were muted, proactive steps taken
to protect NIl could see NIM holding steady ahead while the pre-emptive
provisioning helps lift already solid loan provision coverage levels.
Reaffirmation of dividend and capital return plans are added positives.

e 1Q25 results are in line. Reported earnings of SGD1.9bn (+12% QoQ, -5%
YoY) made up 25-26% of our and Street forecasts. 1Q25 reported ROE stood
at 13% (FY24: 13.7%) while the fully phased-in CET-1 ratio under the final
Basel Il reforms was at 15.5% (+20bps QoQ).

o Results highlights. While a stronger sequential set of earnings was expected
post a seasonally softer 4Q, YoY PATMI trend was weaker than peers mainly
due to NIM. OCBC’s NIM compression of 23bps YoY (-11bps QoQ) was more
severe than peers. This was on account of a higher proportion of floating rate
book (80% floating for SGD book and >95% for the USD and HKD book) and
its strategic decision to build up high quality but lower yielding assets in order
to help protect NIl ahead of US Federal Funds Rate (FFR) cuts. OCBC’s NIM
guidance of c.2% suggest NIMs ahead should be relatively more stable.
Meanwhile, 1Q credit cost ticked up to 24bps (+8bps YoY; +3bps QoQ) due
to pre-emptive provisioning. Elsewhere, loans growth was at a healthy +7%
YoY led by mortgage and corporate loans (transport, storage and
communications) while deposits rose 9% YoY, led by +13% YoY growth in
CASA. Non-Il grew by a healthy clip of +10% YoY (+36% QoQ) with fees,
insurance and trading all aiding in the growth. CIR was 38.7%, up from 37.1%
in 1Q24 due to weaker income growth but lower vs 4Q24 of 45.7%.

Briefing highlights. OCBC estimates that ¢.3% of its loan book (includes
sectors like manufacturing and transport/logistics) could be at risk to the first
order impact from the US tariff policy. Its trade plus related off-balance sheet
exposures are ¢.10%, while SME makes up 9% of loan book. With its Greater
China commercial real estate (CRE) exposures having stabilised and GP
making up 0.9% of performing loans, OCBC was comfortable with its asset
quality and provision levels (NPA coverage was 147%, up from 143%/131%
in 4Q24/1Q24). On NIM, it thinks downward pressure ahead would ease as:
i) OCBC is largely done with its high-quality asset build up; ii) asset yields
have mostly repriced for lower benchmark rates; and iii) deposit rate cuts it
had put through should be felt in the coming quarters. In fact, management
thinks loans growth could be at greater risk from US tariffs rather than NIM.
Reaffirms dividend payout and capital return plans. OCBC reaffirmed its
plan to distribute 60% of earnings (50% ordinary payout and 10% capital
return dividends) to shareholders and share buyback scheme. Recall that
OCBC announcedin4Q24 aSGD2.5bn capital distribution plan over a 2-year
period comprising c¢.SGD1.5bn in special dividends and SGD1bn via share
buybacks. No change to forecasts and TP, which bakes in a 2% ESG premium.

Valuationand TP

There is no change to our intrinsic value of SGD17.21 and our TP of SGD17.50. The intrinsic
value is based on a GGM-derived fair P/BV of 1.24x. While this is above the stock’s +1SD from
its long-term mean level, we think valuation would be supported by its dividend yields.

Our TP incorporates an unchanged 2% ESG premium, based on OCBC'’s ESG score of 3.2 out
of 4.0 and our proprietary in-house methodology. At our TP of SGD17.50, the implied FY25F
dividend yield (inclusive of capital distribution dividend) would be 5.7%.
